Lesson Plan

Choose Your Own Adventure Story

Objective:  

Student will create a story with multiple story lines.

Student will use a graphic organizer to organize story.

Students will use power point to create links to parts of the story

1. Read a copy of a Choose Your  Own Adventure story to your class. Note how the reader can make decisions during the story, which takes them to a different part of the book.  You could read this story many times and each time it could be different.

2. Tell the students that they are going to write a story like the one you’ve read.  It will have different story lines and endings.  

3. Review the basic parts of a story.  (Characters, setting, plot, beginning, middle and end)  The beginning of each story will be alike, the middle and ends will be different.

4. Model for the students how to plan the story using a web.  Inspiration or Kidspiration would be great for this.

5. The first bubble in the web would be the first part of the story.  Then, the story could go in three different directions.  Draw a bubble for each direction the story could go.  Finally, write two or three endings for each of these different directions, putting all of them in a bubble.  Each bubble will become a slide in power point.  The lines will tell you which slides to link together.

6. Have students create their web and plan their stories.  After they have the main ideas for each part, they may go back and write a full paragraph or more, depending upon the age of the students.

7. Next, model for the students how to use power point.  They will need to know how to enter text and how to hyperlink to another slide. (Don’t underestimate the skills of your students-third graders picked up on this quickly!).  The students will need to label each bubble in their web as 1, 2, 3, 4,ect.  They will then need to label each slide the same.  This makes linking the story together very easy.

8. The students will then type the paragraphs and label the slide.  At the bottom of the slide, they will need to type a short sentence that gives the reader an option where to go.  The students will then hyperlink this option to the appropriate slide.

9. Finally, the students may add pictures and sound to their stories.

10.  Have students share their story with the class.
