Transactive Writing

WR-E-1.4 Transactive Writing
is informative/ persuasive
writing that presents ideas and
information for authentic
audiences to accomplish
realistic purposes like those
students will encounter in their
lives. In transactive writing
students will write in a variety
of forms such as the following:
letters, speeches, editorials,
articles in magazines,
academic journals,
newspapers, proposals,
brochures and other kinds of
practical/workplace writing.

Characteristics of transactive
writing may include:

Text and language features
typical of the selected form;

Information to engage the
reader and to clarify and justify
purposes;

e Deals with a subject
that generates
different opinions;

e Assumes the reader to
be antagonistic;

e Provides background
information so the
reader and writer have
a point of agreement;

o Anticipates reader
reaction;

o Disproves any
opposing arguments;

e Presents supporting
details;

Purpose/Audience

The writer establishes and
maintains a focused purpose
to communicate with an
audience by:

Choosing topics from
experiences, interests, and
concerns;

Attempting to focus on a topic;

Writing to an audience other
than the teacher;

through verbal and/or
symbolic representation
(e.g., pictures,
scribbles, words).
