Purpose/Audience

The writer establishes and
maintains a focused purpose
to communicate with an
audience by:

Choosing topics from personal
experiences, interests, and
concerns;

Staying focused on the
purpose and topic;

Writing to an authentic
audience;

Adhering to some of the
characteristics (e.g., format,
organization) of the form;

Idea Development

The writer develops and
supports main ideas and
deepens the audience’s
understanding by using:
