Essential Question: How have social institutions impacted the 20th Century? (Suggested Topics: family, school, religion, government, sports)

What Students Should Be Able to Do: 

· Investigate how a society is influenced by a variety of cultures. 

· Recognize social cultures and their impact on the United States. 

· Explore how the perceptions of people and the passing of time influence accounts of historical events of the history of the United States using a variety of tools, primary and secondary sources.

Activity:

Allow students to choose a topic (family, school, religion, government, sports).  Research the social institution and describe the impact on the 20th century.  Students will then present the information from their research to the whole class.

Assessment:

Culminating Project – Students can choose from the following as a method to present their findings: PowerPoint, Write a Play, Mural, Web Project, Digital Story, Musical Presentation, Story Board, or other approved project.  Project must include some type of timeline representing change over time related to their topic.
