1. Go to HOME (Lexington, KY) 1-25-02

a. At 8:00 am what planet is visible in our Southern Sky?

b. At 10:00 am Mercury, Venus and Uranus all fall into one Constellation boundary.  What is that Boundary named?  

2. Go to Lexington, KY (HOME) and look at the southern sky. Travel in time (one day at a time) for one week.  Begin at 8:30 pm on 1-25-02.  Find Sirius, Wesen and Adhara.  What happens to the position of these stars over the course of 7 days?

3. Go back to 8:30 pm on 1-25-02 and progress through one month at a time for three months.  What happens to this group now?  Will I be able to view this group looking into the southern sky in June or July?

4. Choose your destination!!

Travel to a location of your choice in the SOUTHERN Hemisphere.  Note the location (longitude and latitude/or City and country name) in the space below.  Look to the Northern sky at 10 pm on 8-24-05.  Choose the brightest visible star and report the name of that star, the constellation it belongs to and its distance from us.

5. Travel to Alexandria, Egypt (GO . . . Viewing location . . . Locate ) for your 21st birthday.  Look to the Southern sky and report any Zodiac formations you find.  List any visible planets which can be seen in the southern sky at any point on your birthday (midnight to midnight) while looking only at the southern sky.
