	Students would use manipulative coins to learn the name of each and its value.  Teacher would use overhead coins to model for the students as they do it at their desks.
During the calendar time each morning, coins would be used to depict the day of school we are in.  Today is day 93 – so 9 dimes and 3 pennies would be one way to depict today’s day of school.

	Learning Target: Students will learn the different coins (penny, nickel, dime and quarter) and their value in their classroom using digital and concrete materials.

· Students will view the video or video segments from “Learning About Money” and the video segments “Counting Money Introduction” and “Counting Coins” from the video titled Discovering Math: Measurement (Grades K-2) from KET EncycloMedia.

· Teacher will use the “Coins” PowerPoint file with the class as a whole.  Selected students will come to the computer and use the mouse to click on the coins or values requested by the file.  Students at their desks will be using their paper manipulatives to answer the same questions.

	Step 5 - Include methods of assessing both content and technology skills.
The teacher will use the PowerPoint file “Coins” to assess the students’ knowledge of the various coins and their values.  The students will use their manipulatives at their seats and the teacher will assess their knowledge as they hold up the appropriate manipulative.
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
